ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
ARTICLE I.
NAME:
The name of this club shall be: Scott County Amateur Radio Club, Incorporated (SCARC).
ARTICLE II.
OBJECTIVES:
Section 1.
To encourage and facilitate the use of Amateur Radio for emergency and disaster communications in Scott County by promoting, sponsoring and supporting the ARES, RACES, and SKYWARN programs in Scott County and by making club resources available to these organizations. As an EmComm focused club this is our first priority.
Section 2.
To serve the communities of Scott County by providing public service communications during community events such as festivals, races, and parades
Section 3.
To promote, and encourage individual interest in, the art and science of Amateur Radio and provide exam preparation and VE testing for persons seeking licensure.
Section 4.
To promote technical competence and individual operating proficiency in Amateur Radio.
Section 5.
To promote good fellowship among members of the Club and among members of the Amateur Radio community as a whole.
Section 6.
To encourage the cooperation of all Amateur Radio clubs in Mississippi for the mutual benefit of all amateur radio operators.
Section 7. 
To support, by maintaining Affiliate Club Status, the Amateur Radio Relay League (ARRL) which is the national organization for Amateur Radio Operators in the United States and represents the interests of amateur radio operators before federal regulatory bodies, provides technical advice and assistance to amateur radio enthusiasts, supports a number of educational programs and sponsors emergency communications service, including ARES, throughout the country. (Affiliate Club Status requires 51% of our voting members to be ARRL members. To encourage this we offer a 50% discount on club membership dues to ARRL members)
BY‑LAWS
ARTICLE I.     MEMBERSHIP:
Section 1.

MEMBERS: Membership is open to all persons interested in Amateur Radio, emergency 
communications, and supporting the objectives of this club.



Section 2. 
MEMBERSHIP CLASSIFICATION:
(Paragraph 1) 
Full Member: Members holding a valid amateur license.



(Paragraph 2)
Senior Member: Members 65 years or older, holding a valid amateur





license, shall enjoy the same privileges as a full member.


               (Paragraph 3)
Associate Member:


a. Licensed amateurs living outside of Scott County. Such person may also 


elect to be a Full Member by paying Full Member dues.


b. Unlicensed persons interested in becoming licensed Amateur Radio 


Operators.



(Paragraph 4)
Family Member: Licensed amateurs living in the same household as a 
Full Member and holding a valid amateur license, shall enjoy the same privileges as a full member.



(Paragraph 5)
Honorary Member: Anyone recommended by the Board





of Directors, and who has been of benefit to the Club's welfare,





whether financially and/or materially, and thus deserving of membership in 
the club. Shall enjoy the same privileges as a full member.



(Paragraph 6)
Voting Members: Voting Membership will consist of all Full Members, Senior 
Members, Family Members, and Honorary Members.
(Paragraph 7)
All Members shall not have a Conviction of Record of a Felony, or a Misdemeanor with a fine of more than fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500.00).
ARTICLE II.
OFFICERS:
Section 1.
The elected officers of SCARC shall be: President, Vice‑President, Secretary and Treasurer.
Section 2. 
In the event that there are not enough club members available, willing, or eligible to serve in each of these four positions, the Board of Directors may choose to combine for a full term of service any two of the offices of Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer. Example: Vice-President/Secretary, Vice-President/Treasurer, Secretary/Treasurer. This decision must be announced to the general membership and any potential nominees prior to the September club meeting.
Section 3.
All elected officers shall be licensed radio amateurs, residents of Scott County or one of the border counties surrounding Scott County (Madison, Rankin, Smith, Jasper, Newton, Neshoba, Leake) and active members in good standing of the Scott County Amateur Radio Club.
Section 4.
Resignations and/or vacancies will be filled upon recommendation of the Board of Directors.
ARTICLE Ill.
ELECTION OF OFFICERS:
Section 1.
The Nominating Committee will be in charge of the annual elections. 
Section 2. 
The Nominating Committee will begin accepting nominations from the floor for club officers during the business meeting of the regular September Club meeting. Further nominations for club officers will be accepted by the Nominating Committee via snail mail, email, phone call, and in person up until just before the start of the business meeting at the regular October Club meeting. Any voting member may make nominations during this time frame.
Section 3. 
Persons nominated must first have agreed that their name may be placed in nomination.
Section 4. 
Between the regular September and October business meetings the Nominating Committee will verify the eligibility and willingness to run for office of all persons nominated.
Section 5. 
During the business meeting of the regular October Club meeting the Nominating Committee will announce all of the nominations for club officers. Nominees may then begin publicly and privately campaigning for office up until just before the start of the business meeting at the regular November Club meeting. 
Section 6. 
Officers shall be elected at the business meeting of the regular November club meeting by a majority vote of the Voting Membership present, and take office beginning with the January club meeting.
Section 7.
Terms of Office for the President, Vice‑President, Secretary and Treasurer shall be one (1) year, or until replaced. 
Section 8. 
At the end of his term of office, the Vice-President will become the President for the next year. 
ARTICLE IV.
DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS:


Section 1.
President ‑ The President shall preside at all meetings of the club and
Board of Directors, and conduct the same according to these By‑Laws. 
Throughout his term of service, the President shall mentor the Vice President in the leadership requirements and duties of the Presidency, so that the Vice President will be prepared to assume that office in the following year.
Section 2.
Vice‑President ‑ The Vice‑President shall assume all duties of the President in
absence of the President and shall be responsible for the club membership. The Vice President shall work closely with the President and learn the leadership requirements and duties of the Presidency, so that he will be prepared to assume that office in the following year.
Section 3.
Secretary - The Secretary shall be responsible for all correspondence, minutes




of the regular meetings and minutes of the Board of Directors meetings,




attendance records, and the roster of the Club membership. The Secretary shall
publish a complete roster, including notations on eligibility to make and accept nominations for office, no later than the September meeting for distribution to all members in good standing.
Section 4.
Treasurer ‑ The Treasurer shall be responsible for all financial matters of the

Club and shall submit a written monthly report.
ARTICLE V.
BOARD OF DIRECTORS:
Section 1.
Board Membership: The Board of Directors shall be composed of the elected officers, the Past President, and four elected Directors, with the President serving as chairman of the Board. 
Section 2.
All elected Directors shall be licensed radio amateurs, residents of Scott County or one of the border towns in the counties surrounding Scott County (Pelahatchie, Lake, Sebastopol, etc.) and members of SCARC in good standing.
Section 3.
Election of Directors:  The term of office for each Director shall be two (2) years, or until replaced. Directors shall be elected on a rotating basis with two (2) elected each year.
Section 4. 
At the September Board meeting the Board of Directors will consider nominees to replace the vacating Elected Director positions. 
Section 5. 
All nominations for Elected Directors will be made by the Board of Directors.
At the October Board meeting the Board of Directors will nominate persons to replace the vacating Elected Director positions. 
Section 6. 
At the business meeting during the regular October Club meeting, the Nominating Committee will announce the nominees for Elected Directors.
Section 7. 
Elected Directors shall be elected at the business meeting of the regular November club meeting by a majority vote of the Voting Membership present, and take office beginning with the January club meeting.
Section 4. 
In the event that there are not four club members available, willing, or eligible to serve as elected Directors, the board will run the affairs of the club with as few as are available, willing, and eligible even if that number is zero (0).
ARTICLE VI.
DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS:
Section 1.
The Board of Directors shall meet in person once each month, on a regular date, at a regular time and location, to conduct Club Business. Members of the Board of Directors who are not able to attend a meeting for health reasons may, by prior arrangement with another board member, participate via phone, as long as he and all of the other board members can easily hear each other and clearly understand each other. A phone with a good external speaker and microphone is a prerequisite to this.
Results of matters handled in Board meetings will be presented to the Club membership through a reading of the minutes of the Board of Directors meeting. The minutes may be discussed and/or voted on if appropriate. The Board of Directors is empowered to act on behalf of the Club.
Section 2.
All members are entitled to attend Board of Directors meetings and may




submit topics for consideration.
Section 3.
The Board of Directors only, shall recommend to the membership, the




acceptance, rejection, or suspension of persons, or limiting of membership.




Passage of such recommendations will require a majority vote of licensed




members present at a regular Club meeting.
Section 4.
A quorum of half of the members of the board of directors plus one (1) will be required to conduct business. In the event that the number of directors is uneven and thus halves to a fraction, a quorum will be the fraction rounded up to the next whole number. (Example: Total: 3, halved  = 1.5, need 2; Total: 4, halved = 2, need 3; Total 5, halved = 2.5, need 3; Total: 6, halved = 3, need 4; Total: 7, halved = 3.5, need 4; Total 8, halved = 4, need 5; Total 9, halved = 4.5, need 5, etc.)

ARTICLE VII. 
COMMITTEES:
Section 1.
Nominating Committee ‑ This committee shall consist of the two most recently
elected directors. This Committee will choose its own Chairman. The Nominating Committee will be in charge of the annual elections.
Section 2.
ARES Advisory Committee ‑ This committee shall consist of the current Scott County ARES Emergency Coordinator and his Assistant Emergency Coordinators. The Scott County ARES Emergency Coordinator shall be this committee’s Chairman. He will meet with the Board of Directors quarterly (January, April, July, October) during which he will present a report on his organization’s activities during the previous quarter, announce his organizational plans for the next quarter, and list any resources his team needs to better carry out its mission. The Board may appoint a representative to serve on this committee if it so desires.
Section 3. 
SKYWARN Advisory Committee - This committee shall consist of the current Scott County SKYWARN Team Leader and his Assistant Team Leaders. The Scott County SKYWARN Team Leader shall be this committee’s Chairman. He will meet with the Board of Directors quarterly (January, April, July, October) during which he will present a report on his organization’s activities during the previous quarter, announce his organizational plans for the next quarter, and list any resources his team needs to better carry out its mission. The Board may appoint a representative to serve on this committee if it so desires.
Section 4.
Ad Hoc Committees ‑ The President may appoint the following committee chairmen
plus any others deemed necessary by the Board of Directors: Club Contact, Public Service Coordinator, Call-Sign Trustee, ARRL VE Liaison, Program Chairman, Field Day Chairman, Public Relations Chairman, Property Chairman, Special Assignments Chairman, Repeater Trustees, Education and Training Chairman, and Welcoming Committee Chairman.
ARTICLE VIII.
VOTING:
All voting for club business shall be limited to Voting Members in good standing, present, and voting, unless otherwise stated in these By‑laws. Unless otherwise stated in these By‑Laws a majority vote is necessary.

ARTICLE IX.
AMENDMENTS:
 These By‑Laws may be amended by a two‑thirds vote of Voting Members in good standing, present, and voting, provided due notice of such amendments is given to the members at least fifteen (15) days prior to the meeting at which the Amendments will be voted upon, and provided further, that such notice of proposal to amend the By‑laws is included in the notice for such meeting which shall be in the hands of each member at least fifteen (15) days prior to the meeting.
